Enabling JavaScript
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First of all, start up Internet Explorer and double
click on the internet globe at the bottom of the
page:
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Select a Web content zone to spedfy its security settings.
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This zone contains all Web sites you
haven't placed in other zones

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This should then appear, simply
click on the Custom Level
button.




You should then see the
following box appear

Scroll down until you get to
the Scripting category.

Next click on the Enable
radio button.

Then click on Ok until you
get back to the main win-
dow.
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
